The NIH is sponsoring a study of the impact of creatine,

an investigational drug, on slowing the clinical decline

in patients with PD.

In this study, doctors will follow the progress of participants for a minimum of five years, performing physical exams, tests of thinking, mood and evaluations of quality of life to monitor for signs of the disease progression.   Researchers will study whether the progression of the disease is slower in people taking creatine compared to those who are taking a placebo (inactive substance).
Key Inclusion Criteria:

Have been diagnosed with PD within the last 5 years 

· Have been using medication to treat the symptoms for more than 90 days but less than 2 years

Key Exclusion Criteria:

· Have unstable medical conditions 

· Have an intolerability to creatine
